Hoshovska Daria, Hoshovskiy Yaroslav. Psychological peculiarities of
spatio-temporal deprivation and stigmatization of personality.

Purpose. The article provides a theoretical analysis of the psychological
peculiarities of spatio-temporal deprivation (deprived chronotype) and stigmatization
of personality.

Methods. The methods of scientific theoretical analysis were used for the
realization of the research’s purpose: analysis, synthesis, abstract method,
generalization.

Results. Scientific psychological analysis of the source base has led to the
assertion that the problem of spatio-temporal restrictions correlates closely with its
stigmatization. The mode of various restrictions blocks a person’s vital activity, and
stiffness and oversaturation (as well as deprivation) of personal space bring chaos and
ambivalence to the awareness of lifetime. The spatial deprivation complicates and
slows down the construction of adequate images of self-identity and harmonious self-
construction, as well as blocks personal potential and suppresses individual optimism
and the legend of the life path. The deprived person has several problems with
personal adaptation, and being in the early stages of ontogenesis and sociogenesis in
closed-type educational institutions determines a pessimistic mode of self-awareness.
The spatio-temporal deprivation creates an imbalance of a person’s mental world,
causes psycho-emotional burnout, and development of excessive anxiety, frustration,
and other mental states. It cultivates a child's suppression and marginality and
Imposes a certain stigma, which is overcome with varying degrees of success
throughout life. Orphans and children living in boarding institutions quite often
polarise the world according to the parameter ‘friend or foe' and may experience
social exclusion and several other limitations to their psycho-social development.

Conclusions. Blocking of spatio-temporal dimensions of the deprived person is
a significant psycho-traumatic factor and affects negatively their mental structure, in
particular the sensory-emotional, cognitive, and value-behavioral components.
Deprivation stigma can cause antisocial and/or deviant personality behavior,
therefore, professional revitalization support containing preventive, consultative and
corrective, and developmental measures is needed.

Hordovska Tetiana. Peculiarities of psychological traumatization of
descendants and witnesses of the Holodomor.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the latest scientific research on the
psychological consequences of the Holodomor and their impact on mental health.
Analysis and comparison of results with the concept of moral trauma as a form of
transmission of traumatic experience through generations from witnesses to
descendants.

Methods. The study uses theoretical analysis of the literature and
systematization of recent research on the trauma of Holodomor witnesses and their
descendants, consistent with the definition of moral trauma, including methods of
synthesis, analysis, and generalization of information.

Results. A review of the literature identifies key developments in the field of
research on psychological trauma of Holodomor survivors, characteristics,
manifestations and mechanisms of transmission of traumatic experience. Comparison
of these results with the concept of moral trauma and its key features.

Conclusions. Research shows that moral trauma is often consistent with the
individual and collective context, and has common features with the concept of
collective and cultural trauma, post-traumatic stress disorder. However, in contrast to
these concepts in the structure of moral trauma distinguish the presence of negative
moral emotions, namely the feeling of guilt, fear, shame, anxiety. Moral trauma is
consistent with the study of the individual consequences of traumatizing witnesses
and descendants of the Holodomor, as it describes the damage to moral conscience
and human values caused by subjective perceptions and experiences in an individual's
experience as traumatic, as opposed to collective and cultural trauma, joint traumatic
experience.

Prospects for further research are a detailed theoretical study of the construct of
moral trauma in the context of the psychology of genocide and an empirical study of
the trauma of the descendants of Holodomor witnesses to compare and analyze the
consistency of the data with the concept of moral trauma.

Hrytsiuk Iryna, Milishchuk Svitlana Affective manifestations in parental
behavior and their influence in the preschoolers development.

Purpose: to reveal the theoretical and empirical aspects of the preschooler
personality formation and to disclose how stress and negative traumatic experiences
in childhood can affect a child’s personality. But how do these influences “here and
now” manifest themselves through the violation of the behavior and emotional and
volitional sphere of the preschooler. We analyzed the views of scientists on the
impact of negative early experiences on mental and physical health in adulthood.

Methods: theoretical, namely the analysis of the issue based on studying the
scientific literature and generalization of the received information. Empirical: a test
questionnaire of parental attitude by A.Varga and V.Stolin. Methodology
Yu. Alyoshyna «Attitude of a married couple» and the method of O.Kocharyan
«Diagnosis of behavior in a conflict situation». We also used a projective technique,
painting «My family». To examine the emotional sphere of children, we chose the
cards «Monsters of the senses» by J. Gokh-Korona, H. Korona. These methods
allowed us to analyze the family picture and emotional experiences of children in
these families.

Results. Theoretical analysis revealed that early negative experiences, namely
suffering as a result of abuse, provoke a complex work of the immune system, which
Is the main moderator of body control. The brain can withstand severe stressful
events, but if they are predictable or unpredictable, even the mildest, they become
fatal. When a young child is exposed to emotional trauma, brain cells produce a
hormone that slows the growth of new cells in the hippocampus, reducing the ability
to process emotions and cope with stress. As a result of empirical research, negative
factors of upbringing by one parent were disclosed, as well as unfavorable emotional
atmosphere in families, which manifests itself in the form of behavioral disorders in
children, as well as high levels of aggression, impaired self-esteem, and self-
perception.

Conclusions. Based on the views of researchers, psychophysiologists,
neuropsychologists, it is the early experience of devaluation, violence, abuse that can
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affect the development of the ocular-frontal cortex, which is the moral center of the
brain. Such children may become aggressors in the future and may have antisocial
behavior.

Zasiekina Larysa. Online cognitive-behavioral therapy of students’
emotional distress during the COVID-19 pandemic.

Purpose. The COVID-19 pandemic is currently being transformed into the
second wave, associated with mental health. Notwithstanding the fact that students
have not been considered a vulnerable group for a long time during the pandemic,
recent research shows that they experience acute stress, anxiety, loneliness and
depression under the circumstances of forced social isolation. The study aims to
examine emotional distress in students during the pandemic COVID-19, and to
develop online cognitive-behavioral therapy (CBT) for students.

Methods. The study applies Ryff Scale for Psychological Well-Being, Beck
Depression Inventory, Protective Factors for Resilience Scale (PFRS), Beck Anxiety
Inventory. The computer program Linguistic Inquiry and Word Count (LIWC) was
used for thematic analysis.

The results of assessing psychological well-being indicate that subscales of
environmental mastery, the establishment of quality ties to other, self-acceptance,
and the pursuit of meaningful goals and a sense of purpose in life are represented at
the lowest levels. Therefore, developing an online CBT for students was focused on
these aspects of students’ psychological well-being. The results of linear regression
analysis indicate that anxiety, depression and resilience taken together is a significant
predictor of psychological well-being. However, only depression is an independent
significant predictor of students' psychological well-being. Considering anxiety and
loneliness as the key themes mentioned in the students’ essays, as well as social
anxiety, aligned with the deficit of communicative situations during pandemic, online
CBT aims to reduce depression and loneleness, anxiety and social anxiety. Therefore,
the online CBT is called 3 -D SAM. The content and structure of online CBT for
students are aligned with key categories of cognitive processes, affects, time,
represented in the students’ essays, and the methodological foundations of CBT.

Conclusions. The online CBT is an important innovative psychological self-
support for students during COVID-19 pandemic.

methods and features of work of the clinical psychologist.

The purpose of the article is to carry out a theoretical and methodological
analysis of the concepts of psychological support, psychological assistance,
psychological rehabilitation, first psychological assistance (PPD), psychological
counseling. Empirically study the effectiveness of group work in the preventive
activities of a clinical psychologist on the example of the introduction of socio-
psychological training for the formation of communicative tolerance and nonviolent
communication of the individual.

Methods. Such methods of theoretical scientific research as analysis, synthesis,
generalization and systematization of scientific sources on methods of work of the
clinical psychologist, psychological help, support, rehabilitation of the person were
used; observations, interviews, questionnaires and statistical elaboration of the
obtained results before and after the implementation of the experimental program
were carried out.

The results. The main aspects of the professional activity of a clinical
psychologist are presented. The importance of realization of the main tasks of activity
and professional orientation of the clinical psychologist is proved: diagnostics,
preventive educational work, psychoprophylaxis, the direction on rehabilitation,
carrying out psychotherapy. Theoretical analysis of the concepts of psychological
support, psychological assistance, psychological rehabilitation, first psychological
assistance (PPD), psychological counseling, shows similarity and non-fundamental
identity, focus on finding personal resources, adaptation to new situational life
circumstances. The importance of PPD is described. The main modern methods of
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work of the clinical psychologist are allocated. The method of nonviolent
communication is described, the peer-to-peer method. The effectiveness of
psychological and psychotherapeutic support groups in the work of a clinical
psychologist has been determined. Empirically, the effectiveness of socio-
psychological training and shaping training, based on methods of nonviolent
communication, the method of peer-to-peer.

Conclusions. Conducting an experimental program in the form of socio-
psychological training has shown the effectiveness of using an eclectic approach in
the choice of psychotechnical methods for group work of a clinical psychologist. The
introduction of such a plan of educational and developmental programs is
psychological help and support for modern youth at the stage of becoming a mature
person. We see the prospect of future research in the development and
implementation of socio-psychological training in the work of a clinical psychologist,
using an eclectic approach in the choice of psychotechnical exercises and methods of
psychological impact on the individual.

Koval Gennadiy. To the analysis of the question of variability of socio-
psychological forms psychic.

Purpose. The article is devoted to the analysis of psycho-gnostic problem within
of a theoretical and methodological background of the synergetic approach. The
relevance research is due to the context of the development of the issue of variability
of socio-psychological forms of psyche.

Methods. Methodological analysis of a psycho-gnostic problem in the point of
view of the synergistic approach is used as a research method.

Results. The specific of the synergetic approach to the psycho-gnostic problem
was disclosed in its difference from associative and generative approaches. The
possibility to consider the content of the terminological construction «the form of the
organization of psychic» as a formal-content system was substantiated. In addition,
through theoretical analysis and coverage of ideas about changing the form of the
organization of psychic, the need to distinguish the conditions for the transition of
psychic forms into socio-psychological and the transition of socio-psychological forms
between themselves was substantiated. Namely, the possibility to consider the content
of the psyche as a factor of perturbation of the homogeneity of certain its form was
substantiated. A number of ideas about the demarcation of psychic forms were
identified by analysing provisions of the general psychological theory of activity. The
latter allows us to note the specifics of the transitions between the various forms of
systemic organization of the psyche. In turn, this allowed substantiating the statement
that the basis for changing the structure of the system within a certain the form of the
organization of psychic is "product” (content), formed within the previous form of the
organization of psychic.

Conclusions. In general, the analysis of the ideas available in the general
psychological discourse on the demarcation of forms of the psyche allowed us to note
the preconditions of the specifics for the transition between them. As such
prerequisites are variables that are related to certain the form of the organization of
psychic. Namely - the mechanism for ensuring changes in the structure of the system;
content as the main "product” of orderliness in this form; criterion of integration
(ordering) of content of the psychic into the "form of the whole". However, the issue
about the specific criteria for integration within one or another form of the organization
of psychic remains open. Instead, it was formulated hypothesis that the criteria of
integration into the form of the whole changes in the process of phylogenetic and
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ontogenetic development of the systemic organization of the psyche implemented on
human. The obtained results of the analysis allow to be convinced that the further
direction of research of the raised problematic contains prospects its development
within the limits of structural-integrative methodology.

Purpose. The article provides a theoretical analysis of the psychological
features of vitality and adaptability of students in crisis situations.

Methods. To realize the purpose of the study, the following methods of
theoretical scientific research were used: analysis, synthesis, generalization. To
conduct an empirical study — «Test of viability» S. Maddi (adaptation of
D. Leontiev, O. Rasskazova), questionnaire «Adaptability» A.G. Maklakova,
C.B.Chermyanin. The study involved 80 first-year students of Volyn Lesya
Ukrainka National University.

Results. The analysis of Ukrainian and foreign works allows us to state that
vitality is a necessary element of the adaptive potential of the individual; allows a
person to resist the negative effects of the environment, provides confidence and
determination in their own actions, helps to maintain health and maintain optimal
levels of efficiency and activity in crisis situations.

Conclusions. In general, we can conclude that life is an important component of
student adaptability in crisis situations. It is proved that adaptability as a stable
property of the individual is the internal basis of the ability to adapt to any living
conditions and willingness to interact with the environment.

The prospects for further research are seen in the study of psychological features
in their relationship with other personality traits that will contribute to more effective
functioning of the individual in the changing conditions of today.

Kostruba Natalia. Mediereligious activity as a factor of psychological well-
being of personality.

Purpose. The article provides an empirical analysis of the individual's
psychological well-being in relation to its media-religious activity.

Methods. To achieve the purpose of the study the following methods were used:
standardized questionnaires (BASIC PH Internal Stability Methodology, Mental
Health Stability - Short Form Questionnaire (MHCSF-UA) and F. Zimbardo's Time
Perspective Questionnaire (Ukrainian-language adaptation by O. Senyk)), as well as
the method of narrative. Pearson's correlation analysis and finding differences in the
distribution of estimates among the statistical methods were used.

Results. A significant number of respondents realize their need for religious
affiliation through the media (61.7%). Media religious activity correlates with the
type of self-narrative, positive assessment of the past, mental health stability, beliefs
and values as a coping resource. That is, respondents who often turn to informational
thematic sources and religious practices tend to evaluate their past positively, they
have high rates of mental health stability. It has been found statistically significant
differences in the indicators of psychological well-being of respondents who are
media-religiously active and those who do not use religious resources in the media
space. So, individual’s media-religious activity comprehend their experiences and
find new meanings in them, more often feel happiness, opportunity to make an
important contribution to society, interest in life, find support in faith and spiritual
values that help to survive crises, and prone to rely on divine forces in the process of
solving problems.

Conclusions. Media religious activity is associated with high levels of
psychological well-being, namely the stability of mental health, beliefs and values as
a coping strategy for overcoming crises. Further research may look to clarify the
relationships and differences between a person's media religiosity and other
indicators of psychological well-being and mental health.

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Purpose. The article provides a theoretical analysis of the problem of mistrust
as a psychological phenomenon that is closely related to trust.

Methods. To achieve the purpose of the study, methods of psychosocial
approach are used (because mistrust is manifested both internally and externally);
subjective approach (because mistrust is an independent psychological phenomenon);
system approach (allows to take into account all connections, types, forms, criteria of
trust-distrust, as well as determinants, consequences, functions). With the help of
these methods the essence of distrust is revealed, which has its own criteria and
features.

Results. Analysis of domestic and foreign works on the psychological
phenomenon of mistrust allows us to consider it as a means of ensuring human
existence in the global world. Along with other sciences (philosophy, sociology,
culturology, economics), which study trust — distrust, psychology has a number of
methodological and technological problems. The connection between self-confidence
and trust in the world is investigated. The task of the study is to determine the essence
of distrust; to trace the connection between trust in oneself and trust in the world; to
expand the notion of distrust as a means of personal security; to study distrust as a
personality trait. An important point in the existence of a balance of self-confidence
and trust in others is the level of self-reflection (awareness, spirituality), which will
provide a person with peace and acceptance in an unknown difficult situation or fear
and rejection, which often drives a person to act non-stereotypically or
stereotypically.

Conclusions. In general, it can be concluded that mistrust can manifest itself in
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suspicion, jealousy, inner tension, “protection”, naivety, conformity, dogmatism,
negativism, skepticism, intimophobia, unwillingness to make long-term plans, fear of
change, excessive propensity to engage. The existence of a balance of self-confidence
and trust in others is the level of self-reflection (awareness, spirituality), which will
provide a person with balance and self-efficacy in solving life's problems.

Introduction. Academic interest to the study of trust — distrust has
appeared recently, in the middle of 90-s of the XX century. Notably, social
request for its study has originated from practical needs of contemporary
information society. Along with other sciences (philosophy, sociology,
culture studies and economics) that study trust — distrust, psychology has a
number of methodologic and technologic problems. The article aims at
theoretical analysis of distrust as a psychological phenomenon. The task of
the study is to disclose essence of distrust; trace connection between self-
trust and trust in the world; expand the concept of distrust as a method to
protect individual; study incredulity as a personality trait.
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Methods. Theoretical and methodological bases of the study of
distrust are: psychosocial approach (since distrust is shown both at inner
and outer levels); subjective approach (as distrust is a separate
psychological phenomenon); fundamentals of spiritual-moral psychology
(because trust-distrust is involved in individual’s self-control and value
spheres); systematic approach (allows to consider all connections, types,
forms, criteria of trust-distrust as well as determinants, consequences and
functions).

Results and discussion. Trust — is an ability of a person a priori indue
phenomena and objects of surrounding world and other people, their future
actions and own actions with characteristics of safety (reliability) and
usefulness (significance) (Skripkina, 2000: 85). Trust as a psychological
attitude includes interest and respect towards an object or a partner; idea of
needs that may be satisfied as a result of interaction between them;
emotions from the expectation of their satisfaction and positive appraisal
of the partner; relaxation and unconditional readiness to show good
attitude and do certain actions that facilitate successful interaction
(Kupreichenko, 2008: 59). Distrust, in its turn, includes the following
elements: perception of risks; sense of danger, fear impaired with negative
emotional appraisals of the partner and possible results of cooperation;
vigilance and tension and, also, readiness to end contact, respond to
aggression or show cautionary hostility (Kupreichenko, 2008: 60).

According to the degree of expression of psychological attitude of
trust “genuine” and “false” trust/distrust are distinguished, and,
respectively, include: expectation of rewards, positive emotional appraisals
and readiness of the subject to moral behavior and fear of evil, negative
appraisals and readiness to end contact or hostility. False trust may be the
result of extrajection and a kind of false, deceivable relations or their
imitation (“pseudo-trust”, “pseudo-distrust”) that are used to manipulate
partner (Kupreichenko, 2008: 69).

Species of “genuine” trust/distrust are “trust proper” and “distrust
proper”. By “trust proper” we mean attitude built as a result of verified
data of objective appraisement of people and objects of surrounding world
as trustworthy. “Distrust proper” is a checked, reasoned appraisement of
people and objects of surrounding world as untrustworthy. Certain criteria
and functions are developed to distinguish between these species of
trust/distrust, however, the main content (expectations, concept and
emotional appraisal) may remain the same (Kupreichenko, 2008: 70).
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Distrust is often regarded as a method to protect individual. It is
related to contemporary living conditions of people in the global world
which requires increase of intensity of people’s interaction with different
social institutions, internet and human isolation. Ye. Ilin (2013) defines the
most vulnerable categories of credulous people, who get into troubles, who
actually lack distrust. Among these are: women, pensioners, children,
vulnerable population. (Ilin, 2013: 57). He also adds here lie (deceit),
classified as manipulation of people’s consciousness. There are different
kinds of lies, but its genuineness centers around recognition and
availability of meaningful purpose (llin, 2013: 60). Lying is evident
mostly due to nonverbal signs Ekman P. (2009). Respectively, these signs
help to reveal lies and manipulation. Sheremeta V.Yu. (2007) studies
problem trust-distrust in the context of nonverbal human behavior.
Complex approach is needed to interpret nonverbal signs that partners in
conversation use during communicative process, it helps to understand
each other better. There are signals in the system of nonverbal signs that
immediately impel human to trust in this situation (open postures, sincere
smile, intimate communication zone, common territory, etc.) or, vise a
versa, not to trust (closed posture, insincere smile, closed space, etc.).
People are actually socialized through harmonious trust-based
communication positively enhanced by nonverbal signals (Sheremeta,
2007).

Structure of psychology of safety is considered in two aspects:
psychological safety of the environment and psychological safety of an
individual. Psychological safety is an integrated category, as it is studied
from few perspectives: as a process, as a quality of the state and as a
personal trait; and what is more — at several levels: at the level of society,
at the level of individual’s local environment and at the level of
personality. Criteria of psychological safety are: referential significance of
the environment (reflected in the positive attitude to it); contentment by
interpersonal communication; protection from psychological violence
(Baraniuk, 2019: 14). In our opinion, distrust may only be safety means at
an external level and by no means can be safety bases at a level of
personality. (Kravchenko, 2019: 246).

It supports the idea, that imbalance of the self-trust and trust in the
world leads to unreasonable credulity and categorization of the trust in the
world (Kravchenko, 2019: 246). Consequently, self-distrust appears, that
can be investigated as a separate psychological phenomenon. Even under
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the condition of long lasting and close relations between people, still it’s
not possible to exactly predict future actions of a person, whom an
individual trusts. Thus, trust is always a risk (absence of safety). The only
guarantee of trusting relationships is to treat others as oneself. It is exactly
where connection between self-trust and trust in others appears and is
realized in affiliation. When a person is not afraid to trust oneself as an
independent, harmonious person, then he/she is able to trust others and,
thus, treats them same way. Furthermore, truly harmonious person is
always moderate: at the same time open to the world and to oneself
(Kravchenko, 2019: 247). Accordingly, in this context distrust can be
regarded as a separate psychological phenomenon, related to trust. In
support of this thought, some authors (Skripkina, 2000; Antonenko, 2004)
consider trust and distrust phenomena, opposing one another, and not
related. Others prove, that trust and distrust do not depend on each other
(Lewicki, McAllister, Bies, 1998) seeing that consequences in relations
between people are not predictable and definitive.

Hjelle L., Ziegler D. (2003) investigate distrust from the perspective
of the feeling of fear, suspicion and dark presentiments. Reasons might be:
belief that others are only intended to use people, that trust is not built at
once, it takes a lot of time, trust is a delicate subjective phenomenon, built
hard and slowly, but easily and quickly lost (Ilin, 2013: 65).

A. Kupreichenko, S. Tabkharova (2007) define symmetric (for
example, morality — amorality, reliability — unreliability, openness —
secrecy, independence — dependence, not prone to conflicts — proneness to
conflicts, etc.) and asymmetric criteria of trust and distrust (for example,
highly appreciated force, activity, optimism of the partner appear as
peculiarly relevant criteria of trust to others, nevertheless, weakness,
passiveness, pessimism for the majority of respondents are not distrust
criteria). Thus, trust and distrust can be considered as a relatively
independent (separate) psychological phenomena which have similar and
different characteristics.

Scientists also examine distrust from the perspective of a personality
trait — incredulity (protension) (Raigorodskii, 2000: 235). Credulity — is a
reception of the partner as a person, who will not use obtained information
against partner due to his/her moral qualities (llin, 2013: 67).
Correspondingly, credulity is a worldview of the person, including faith in
people. Incredulity as a personality trait expresses suspicion, jealousy,
inner tension, “defense” (Raigorodskii, 2000: 235). According to the
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degree of credulity — incredulity were distinguished naivety, conformity,
dogmatism, negativism, skepticism (llin, 2013).

Naivety is a personality trait that reflects high level of credulity
(simplicity) (llin, 2013: 68). Often it is absence of life experience;
expression of an unconscientious wish to escape reality, stop conceiving
reality as it is; unwillingness or inability to predict (llin, 2013). Infantilism
Is close to naivety, it is a retention of qualities characteristic of the infant
age in human psyche (Stepanov, 2006: 161). It is clear, that in order to
raise level of trust to oneself (stop being naive and infantile) it is necessary
to undertake responsibility for everything that happens in person’s life.
Conformity is a propensity of the individual to change behavior,
convictions and attitude under the pressure of the group. Level of
conformity depends on characteristics of the individual who yields to the
group pressure, his/her relations with a group and content of a task
performed (Stepanov, 2006: 177). There is a great number of reasons and
explanations of conforming behavior in psychology based on self-distrust.
Dogmatism is an inert, one-way schematic thinking characterized by the
use of dogmas, in other words, fixed beliefs, accepted as an indisputable
truth that does not require any proof, disregarding particular
circumstances, place and time based on blind subordination to the
authority (Stepanov, 2006: 110). Negativism is an unmotivated opposition
of the subject depending on his actions; negative pattern, attitude to people
with negative prejudice (Ilin, 2013: 84). Selective negativism may be
displayed at a communicative, behavior and deep level. Actually, here
complete distrust in others and at the same time in oneself is expressed.
Skepticism is a critical distrustful attitude to something, doubts about
genuineness and rectitude of something. Symptoms: distrust, incredulity,
lack of faith, nihilism, suspicion (llin, 2013: 85). It often emerges in
difficult life situations when self-trust and trust in the world is totally lost.

Ye. Ilin relates to incredulity as a personality trait fear of intimacy,
unwillingness to build long-term plans, fear of changes and propensity to
generalization, and gives general recommendations how to gradually
eliminate distrust: realize negative experience of distrust, generalize list of
stereotypes-distrust and dispel it with real examples from other people’s
lives and make a list of positive examples of trust-based relations (llin,
2013: 90).

Criteria of distrust as a display of attitude to other people is
investigated in science in the context of three main processes: formation,
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justification and overcoming distrust (Kupreichenko, 2008: 147).
According to A. Kupreichenko’s model we distinguish criteria of distrust
of an individual in others that are considered through subject of appraisal
and main processes of distrust. Respectively, we will examine self-
appraisal, appraisal of conditions and appraisal of other people. Self-
appraisal at the stage of formation of distrust includes appraisal of the
personal vulnerability and competence in recognition of danger. The most
significant personal determinants are: common self-distrust, distrust in
others and the world mindset (suspicion and hostility, general or
opportunistic); conception of own social incompetency, vulnerability.
Appraisal of conditions includes environment factors and psychological
situation, influence of social group, finding living environment where trust
in person is acceptable and trust limits are set in the present circumstances,
at the stage of distrust formation includes appraisal of how great
uncertainty and risks are. The most significant personal determinants are:
idea of absence of circumstance under which one can “open” to the other
person and existence of conflict of interests. Appraisal of the other person
that includes his/her significance, capability to change conditions of the
environment, own characteristics and characteristics of others, at the stage
of distrust formation includes appraisal of personal qualities that incur
distrust. The most significant personal determinants are: notion of secrecy
of the partner in conversation and existence of negative characteristics
(propensity to conflicts, unsuccessfulness, dependency, etc.). Or
characteristics of the “stranger”; significance of these characteristics; idea
of the role and place of this person in socio-psychological space
(Kupreichenko, 2008: 148).

Self-appraisal at the stage of justification of distrust presupposes
appraisal of possible losses and personal ability to decrease losses;
appraisal of danger justification. The most significant personal
determinants are: subjective significance of possible losses; self-appraisal
of qualities that can minimize losses (internal locus of control,
cautiousness, self-command, optimism) or increase them (credulity,
pessimism, aggressiveness). Appraisal of conditions at the stage of
justification of distrust includes estimation to what extent the existing
circumstances can be harmful and how to protect oneself. The most
significant personal determinants are: idea of the possibility to neutralize
danger, in particular, institutional norms (institutional distrust). Appraisal
of the other person at the stage of justification of distrust includes
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appraisal of the wish and ability of the other to cause harm and appraisal of
weaknesses of the partner in conversation. The most significant personal
determinants are: idea of availability of qualities, which may cause the
greatest harm, or, vice versa, stop partner in conversation and, also, the
idea of his/her weaknesses, role and place in socio-psychological space of
the person (Kupreichenko, 2008: 149).

At the stage of coping with distrust self-appraisal presupposes
appraisal of the personal wish and competency in existing situation. The
most significant personal determinants are: responsibility, self-confidence;
idea of personal morality, good intentions and interest in long-term
relationships. Appraisal of conditions at the stage of overcoming distrust
presupposes appraisal of the possibility to shorten psychological distance
in given conditions. The most significant personal determinants are: idea
of safety assurance or conditions that allow improvement of relationships
(for example, by changing sphere or nature of interaction, assistance in
critical situation, etc.). Appraisal of the other person at the stage of
overcoming distrust presupposes determination of qualities that allow to
count on cooperation. The most significant personal determinants are: idea
of moral qualities of the partner, his/her predictability and interest in
relationships; idea of his weaknesses, his/her role and place in socio-
psychological space of the person (Kupreichenko, 2008: 149).

Such outlining of the structure of criteria of person’s distrust in others,
evidences, that trust and distrust appear as relatively independent
phenomena, that may exist simultaneously in relation to one and the same
object (or subject) and be evident in ambivalent appraisals. Ambivalence
as a stable quality (property) displayed in co-existence of almost equal in
strength, mutually acceptable, opposite feelings, thoughts and acts in
relation to or (and) personal, inner world is a dynamic characteristic of the
personality. It acts as a variable behavior regulator in all spheres of human
life, psychological features of which are determined by the particularity of
personality development responding inconsistency of the contemporary
life. High tension of ambivalence is a part of motivational struggle, which
acquires constructive and destructive forms. If highly ambivalent situation
remains unsettled for a long period of time, tension, and in reality these are
human sufferings, finds its expression in individual and group aggressive
acts. At the same time, moderate ambivalent tension facilitates balance,
integration of inconsistencies and acceptance of negative and positive
aspects of own personality and forwards personal advancement (Shastko,
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2011). Herewith, trust and distrust criteria are influenced most of all by
person’s attitude to him/herself, his/her identity which determines self-
determination, level of self-consciousness of the personality (integration of
ambivalence) and value-orientation sphere, integrating all personality
orientation constellations, therefore, its self-concept, having its conative
expression in dominated influence of this sphere on person’s behavior and
activities (Karpiuk, 2012).

According to the structural model of self-trust V. Kravchenko (2019)
distinguishes self-trust and self-distrust. Self-distrust includes such
intrapersonal construct as: self-favorableness, inner strife, self-blaming
and self-destruction that sets in motion incentive variable (“I-want”) and
leads to incomprehension of oneself. Excessive trust in the world and at
the same time self-distrust are determined by the low self-esteem.
Excessive self-trust and at the same time distrust in the world depends on
the inflated self-esteem. Self-distrust exists on the operational level and
self-trust at reflexive (Kravchenko, 2019: 250). Dynamic balance of self-
trust and trust in the world is aimed at assuring personality’s integrity and
authenticity. And, vice versa, absolute priority given to self-trust and trust
in the world leads to destructive tendencies in formation of intrapersonal
relations and development of self-concept and disturbance of harmony in
relationships (Kravchenko, 2019: 251).

Deformation of trust-based relations may become evident in three
ways: excessive expression of self-trust, that in the end leads to problems
in relations with other people and narrowing of the circle of trust-based
relations; heightened level of trust in others results in lowered self-esteem
of the individual, level of strivings, high anxiety and frustration; level of
self-trust and trust in the world may at the same time decrease and is called
trust crisis (Skripkina, 2006). Moreover, there exists a trust deprivation
concept, which means absence of the need to enter into close trust-based
relations with people around against lowered level of self-trust and attitude
to others as to things. Insufficient trust to people around with adequate or
inflated level of self-trust and unsatisfied need to trust (Skripkina, 2006:
560). These lead to maladjustment of the person. It is clear, that self-
distrust is studied as a separate psychological phenomenon related to
certain level of self-trust.

Any object of the surrounding world and the world on the whole
inspires with trust only when they are characterized by the safety
(reliability) and significance (value) (Skripkina, 2000). When a person
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assigns these qualities to the object he/she may ambivalently and
contradictory treat them. If significance (value) of the object for the
individual is greater that his/her safety, interaction becomes risky. It is
explained by the fact that person, trusting in oneself, may not only interact
with the world, but change, re-built it. Ability to trust oneself allows an
individual to leave limits of the situation and create a new one, by breaking
the postulate of expediency, adaptiveness. Thus, risky behavior and non-
adaptive activities may be considered as a manifestation of trust in oneself,
related to the trust in the world (Kravchenko, 2019: 245). When an
individual acquires an experience of interaction with certain objects,
he/she builds connection with them, because, he/she already knows to
what extent they may be trusted. Level of trust in the world corresponds to
the usual level of self-trust. Consequently, we can speak of the activity
related to reproductive kinds of activity, relative integrity of the
personality. It is often when such needs and situations (problem situations)
arise and a person has no ready forms of behavior and usual means of
interaction. As an individual is always trying to be consistent with the
world and oneself, there are two ways to remove inconsistencies in
problem situation: raise level of self-trust and trust in the world. In the first
case (when significance, value of the own subjectivity is increased) appear
non-adaptive forms of activity, related to risk, creative initiative. If one
shall achieve positive result (the need shall be satisfied by means of
creative self-realization) level of self-trust and trust in the world is
automatically increased. In the second case, a person is trying to enhance
trust in the world (raise significance and value of conditions, suggested by
the world), then he/she decreases level of self-trust, and, therefore, trust in
the world (Skripkina, 2000: 88). Kupreichenko A.B. (2008) has different
opinion and thinks that a person does not need to leave homeostasis
(balance of self-trust and trust in the world), because, he/she already has
formed level of self-trust, that helps to calmly settle his/her problems, and
not to risk. We think, that an important moment in existence of balance of
self-trust and trust in others there is a level of self-reflection (awareness,
spirituality) that assures person’s peace and acceptance in unknown
difficult situation or fear and rejection that often pushes person to non-
stereotype or, the opposite, conventional acts.

Conclusions. In contemporary society problem of trust-distrust is
most pressing. Content of the modern information environment gives rise
to such psychological phenomenon as distrust. In the context of
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interpersonal relations and social interactions, distrust reflects attitude to
oneself and others, accompanied by tension, suspicion, uncertainty, etc.

In order to define distrust were created certain criteria and functions,
however, the main content (expectations, concept and emotional appraisal)
may remain the same. There are symmetrical and asymmetrical criteria of
distrust which allow to consider it an individual psychological
phenomenon, related to trust. In present living conditions and global world
distrust is considered as a method to protect human existence.
Nevertheless, according to our research, distrust may act as an external
means of safety only, but not the one, that determines human behavior at
an inner (personality) level, because it forms shallow relation to others
(insignificant, having no value).

Formation of personality’s distrust depends on the level of self-trust
and trust in the world leading to excessive credulity and categorization of
the trust in the world. Self-distrust (according to Kravchenko V.Yu.) as an
intrapersonal construct includes: self-favorableness, inner strife, self-
blaming and self-destruction that leads to incomprehension of oneself.
Excessive trust in the world and at the same time self-distrust are
determined by the low self-esteem. Excessive self-trust and at the same
time distrust in the world depends on the inflated self-esteem. Absolute
priority given to the self-trust and trust in the world leads to destructive
tendencies in formation of intrapersonal relations and development of self-
concept and disturbance of harmony in relationships. Here various
deformations of trust-based relations are distinguished.

Determination of the structure of criteria of person’s distrust in others
(investigated in science within the framework of three main processes:
formation, justification and overcoming distrust) shows that trust and
distrust act as relatively independent phenomena, that can simultaneously
exist in relation to one and the same object (or subject) and become
evident by ambivalent appraisals.

Distrust is investigated from the perspective of personal trait —
incredulity (protension). It can be evidenced by suspicion, jealousy, inner
tension, “defense”, naivety, dogmatism, negativism, skepticism, fear of
intimacy, unwillingness to build long-term plans, fear of changes,
excessive propensity to generalization, etc.

An important element of existence of self-trust and trust in others is a
level of self-reflection (awareness, spirituality) that assures person’s
balance and self-efficiency in settlement of life issues.

Kryzhanovska Zoreslava, Babak Kostiantyn. The emotional attachment of
the child to the mother as a predictor of its social adaptation to school education.

Purpose. The proposed article provides a theoretical analysis and empirical
verification of the position that the type of attachment of the child to the mother is
one of the factors of social adaptation of the first to school.

Methods. Theoretical socio-psychological analysis of the phenomenon of
emotional connection between child and mother in relation to its importance in the
issue of social adaptation of the child. Based on the theoretical research and
generalizations, a program of empirical verification of certain provisions was
developed, which was implemented through the methods of conversation and survey.

Results. A theoretical review of the subject of research in the scientific literature
revealed that among the social factors that influence the process of adaptation of the
child to school, scientists single out the acceleration of life, increasing educational
requirements, changing life stereotypes and lifestyles. One of the modern factors of
children's adaptation today is the difference between preschool and school
educational environments. The more varied the educational environments of
preschool and school childhood, the more relevant the problems of ensuring
continuity between them. In addition to these reasons, researchers suggest paying
attention to the position of the mother, the quality of the child's attachment to the
mother, the style of child-parent relationship, the mother's own attitude to the
educational institution. According to researchers, emotional attachment is necessary
for the full mental development of the child, serves as a sense of security, promotes
self-development, success and socialization. environment. As a result, children with a
reliable type of attachment adapted to school most successfully and emotionally
calmly, characterized by easy contact with peers and teachers.

Conclusions. The paper analyzes the social and personal factors that children
encounter in the process of their social adaptation to school. It has been proven that a
number of conditions that affect a child’s personality when he or she begins the
learning process include the type of attachment to the mother, her support, and help.
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Key words: emotional contact, maternal-child relationships, mother’s support,
reliable type of attachment, educational activity.

Lazorko Olha. Adaptation of the Ukrainian version of the «Spiritual Health
Assessment Scale» (SHAS).

Purpose. The article presents the results of the Ukrainian-language adaptation
of the questionnaire «Personal Spiritual Health Assessment Scale», developed in
2014 by K.L. Gaur (Republic of India), designed to measure the state of mental
health of the individual. The scale contains three blocks for measuring spiritual
health: Self-development, Self-actualization, and Self-realization. Each block
contains seven statements relating to these concepts. The primary purpose of this
study is the translation, adaptation and standardization of this questionnaire for the
Ukrainian sample.

Methods. The theoretical analysis made it possible to systematize the modern
understanding of spirituality and spiritual health of the individual and analyze the
components of this construct in the English version of the questionnaire, indicators of
its reliability and validity. The potential for the development of spirituality in the
recovery process of patients with various types of physical and mental disorders in
clinical practice was considered.

The empirical analysis consisted of testing the psychometric properties of the
Ukrainian version of the questionnaire. To do this, we performed a procedure of
double translation of the text and their expert evaluation, verification of the validity
and reliability of the test under psychometric requirements, and standardization of the
test on a non-clinical sample.

Statistical data processing was performed using factor analysis.

Results. The procedure of adaptation of the SHAS questionnaire demonstrated
high psychometric properties: indicators of reliability and design validity fully meet
the psychometric requirements. The internal consistency index (Cronbach's alpha) is
0.79, the retest reliability index is r = 0.76, p <0.01. Constructive validity was
assessed by correlating the subscales of the method with the scales of other
psychodiagnostic methods and demonstrated satisfactory significance indicators for
most indicators. Thus, the «Spiritual Health Assessment Scale» can be considered a
quality tool for measuring a person's spiritual health.

Conclusions. Based on the results of the adaptation process of the
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psychodiagnostic method «Spiritual Health Assessment Scaley, it is possible to
conclude the possibility and expediency of further use of the Ukrainian version of the
questionnaire as a psychodiagnostic tool to determine the objective level of mental
health. This tool is attractive for psychotherapy because it contains few statements
but describes the essential components of a person's spiritual health. The scale can
determine the client's progress in the treatment of various areas. Prospects for further
research are the adaptation and possible specification of the questionnaire for narrow
groups of the population, particularly those with mental disorders, in the clinical
sample.

Lukashchuk Svitlana. Virtualization as a phenomenon of educational space.

Purpose. To implement a theoretical analysis of virtualization as a phenomenon
of educational space, to reveal the concept of virtualization in the educational
environment system, to indicate the characteristic properties of virtual space; to
analyze the role of the phenomenon of virtualization in learning process and
comprehensive personality’s development.

Methods. To achieve the goal of the study general-scientific theoretical methods
of information research were used, such as: analysis, synthesis, abstraction,
generalization, induction, deduction, explanation and classification.

Results. An attempt is made to analyze the phenomenon as a natural component
of the life-creation of subjects of the educational space, which is due to a system of
technogenic, socio-cultural and economic factors. It is indicated that the visualization
of the educational process makes it possible to manifest a new social environment,
thus becoming a starting point for fundamental transformations of the educational
process. It is determined that the virtual nature itself has a different character -
virtualization,mediated by an individual or a machine. In the first case, the
phenomenon arises up in the process of direct cooperation of the subjects of the
educational process. The second case of increase of virtualization of the educational
space supposes reduction of the interpersonal communication of participants of
collective, independent mastering of educational material, the use of person’s gadgets
as substitutes for subjects of the educational process. The characterological properties
of the virtual space according to D.lvanov are pointed out: The unimportance of
influence (the image creates effects characteristic of reality); conditionality of
qualities and features (artificial and impermanent objects); ephemerality (freedom of
entry / it provides an opportunity to interrupt and restore the presence). The role of
the phenomenon of virtualization in the process of learning and comprehensive
personality development is analyzed, which allows not only to carry out lifelong
education and self-development throughout life but also to navigate and function
successfully as a professional in the modern information world.

Conclusion. Conclusions are made in the system of considering the topic of
virtualization as a phenomenon of educational space that informatization and
computerization of education, widespread use of the global Internet will generally
lead to radical changes in the education system as a whole.

Mushkevych Valentyn. Psychological symptom complex of frustrational
behavior of servicemen: gender aspect.

Goal. The article examines and analyzes the gender features of frustrational
behavior of servicemen of different sexes, presents their empirical justification,
presents the procedure and methods of research of frustrational behavior of
servicemen, highlights the main psychological features of frustrational behavior of
servicemen of different sexes.

Methods. Methods of mathematical statistics and psychodiagnostics are used:
methods of diagnosing the level of social frustration of L. Wasserman, studying
frustration reactions of S. Rosenzweig, self-assessment of mental states of G.
Eisenko, aggression of E. Wagner, indicators and forms of aggression of A. Bass and
A. Darki, level of emotional burnout V. Boyko.

Results. It is noted that in comparison with men, the female part of the military
has a significantly higher degree of dissatisfaction with social achievements. It was
found that a significantly higher degree of aggression is demonstrated by male
subjects. It is proved that in comparison with men, the female part of the military has
a significantly higher degree of expression of such indicators as "experiencing
traumatic circumstances”, "expanding the scope of saving emotions”, “self-
dissatisfaction”. Compared with women, the male part of the subjects has a
significantly higher degree of severity of such symptoms of emotional burnout as
"emotional deficit", "personal alienation”, "reduction of professional responsibilities”,
"emotional alienation", "psychosomatic and psychovegetative disorders"”, "
inadequate selective emotional response.

Conclusions. The presented indicators of the severity of psychological features
of frustrational behavior of servicemen of different sexes are included in the
perspective of further research, which will be aimed at psychodiagnostic and
psychoeducational processes concerning the study servicemen's ideas about
psychological health and healthy lifestyle, to identify motives and stereotypes that
are directed towardspreserving and improving the psychological health of servicemen
of different sexes with different levels of both objective and subjective vision of the
quality of professional functioning.

Mushkevych Myroslava. The effectiveness of psychological support for the
development of the indicators of personal functioning of family members with
problem children.

Goal. The process of psychological support of families with problem children is
aimed at studying the characteristics of the personal functioning of adult members of
the family system, their psychological state, the range of problems, tasks to solve
them, immersion in real family life.

Methods. Stages of the psychological research involve the initial diagnosis and
discussion of the results of standardized and projective methods; study of gaps in the
knowledge of family members about the peculiarities of personal functioning at the
level of marital and parental subsystems and the provision of specifically necessary
information for the development of psychological culture; counseling on improving
personal and interpersonal interaction; elaboration of individual and family
dysfunctions by psychotherapeutic methods by means of drawing up a diagram,
writing a fairy tale, description of a metaphorical family chest.

Results. Content resources of psychological support are focused on prognostic
and significant personal predictors of development of personal functioning of adult
members of the family system: low level of expression of "hypoprotection”; positive
attitude towards the child; low level of expansion of the sphere of parental feelings;
cooperation with the child; inversely proportional schizoid type of accentuation; low
level of symbiosis with the child; low level of expression “indulgence"; inversely
proportional level of minimum sanctions; inversely proportional epileptoid type.

Conclusions. The proposed components of psychological support help to
overcome the negative psychological symptoms and increase the functionality of the
family system. The symptoms and problems identified at the psychodiagnostic stage
are considered as the result of suboptimal, dysfunctional interactions of family
members, and not as an attribute of one or another of its members. The foci of
psychoeducational, psychoconsultative and psychotherapeutic influence were four
non-constructive personal and interpersonal factors, such as "introverted-pedantic
personal disposition”, "dominant-aggressive personal disposition”, "psychasthenic
personal disposition”, " encourage-educational disposition™.

Stoyatska Ganna. Dominant Psychological Factors of Readiness For
Change Among Future Ukrainian Law Enforcement Officers.

Purpose. Search for conceptual dynamic conditions determining and causing the
psychological readiness configuration to perceive change among the new generation
of Ukrainian police officers is done in this paper. The article presents the results of
the study dedicated to the issues of psychological readiness for change among future
Ukrainian law enforcement officers. The beginning of this study as well as the factor
analysis results are offered in the previous publication.

Methods. Measure regression analysis was performed according to 8 research
methods at this stage of the study. The method of constructing a multiple linear
regression model is the method of the least squares. Criteria used are the following:
F-criterion for establishing a linear connection to test the null hypothesis, t -
regression coefficients’ check criterion, Ramsey test for statistical significance of the
multiple linear regression model and the correctness of its functional dependence
verification, Chow test for structural stability model’s presence or absence.

Results. The main results of the study include the implementation of step-by-
step regression analysis of 13 psychological indicators determining such a
psychological property as readiness for change. The analysis confirmed the
conceptual hypothesis of the existence of hierarchically determined degrees of
causality between the willingness to change and various aspects of professional
motivation, openness to new experiences, motivation for success, and social
adaptability. The coefficient of determination (R?) of the optimal regression’s model
obtained was 65.54%. This means that it is this percentage of readiness for change
that is determined by the psychological indicators selected for the study. The
regression coefficients were analyzed and the obtained model elasticity coefficients
were calculated. The dominant factors in the formation of readiness to accept change
among future police officers are such marks as external positive motivation, internal
motivation and openness to new experiences. Tolerance to ambiguity, psychological
well-being level and growth mindset are defined as the least significant factors
determining readiness for changes in this social environment.

Conclusions. In general, future law enforcement officers can be considered a
very favorable social environment for the readiness for change phenomenon studying.
The motivational complex and the new experience gaining trend are recognized as
the key psychological factors in formation of readiness for change for this
professional group.

Furman Anatoly, Shayuk Olga. Formation of psychosophical discourse of
tolerance.

Purpose. This is a study for the first time that outlines the problematic field of
the beginning of the psychosophical discourse of tolerance which is scientifically
projected to be developed according to the action principle of V.A. Roments,
methodological approaches, standards and means of vitfcultural methodology of the
scientific school A.V. Furman.

Methods. To realize the purpose of scientific research were used as methods:
psychological analysis, problem-communicative synthesis, inductive transition from
specific to general, logical-semantic deduction as the ascent from general to
individual and specific, canonical commission in its psychosophical interpretation.

Results. In the context of the urgency of creating the latest model/concept of
tolerance are systematically considered the most important points of its genesis in the
most important dimensions of philosophical and scientific understanding, tendencies
of understanding and interpretation of this covital phenomenon of human everyday
life, and its manifestation of social and subjective realization. At the same time,
tolerance is revealed as an important concept of modern theoretical thinking and
professional methodology, as well as as an integral personal trait-quality. However,
the most important author's idea was formulated as the overriding task of research, to
justify the act of tolerance as a nodal center of life and in the first subject
approximation to determine its psychosophical contours using a systematic set of
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methods: critical analysis, reflexive synthesis, logic and empiricism. semantic
deduction with the use of intellectual means of thinking and professional
methodological modeling. As a result, a theoretical substantiation of the model of
tolerance as a complement of four components - situational, motivational, active and
post-action. This structural interpretation of canonically organized action allowed to
identify the vectors of the psychosophy of tolerance to assert the productivity of the
psychosophical direction of the study of tolerance as a worldview universality that
correlates mental and speech, emotional and intellectual, rational and irrational, moral
and existential components of human consciousness. It enriches the mass
consciousness with ideas about acceptable forms, methods and means of social
action, situational interaction and understanding, and thus programs the life of
everyone according to the laws of humanity, solidarity, and commonwealth.

Conclusions. As a result of the study it was concluded that the heuristic
direction of constructive development of extensive issues of human tolerance is not
so much in its detailed psychological study, as in psychosophical understanding,
value and canonical implementation of large communities and small groups and
individuals. This makes it possible to programmatically program the life path of a
mature person who has embarked on the path of conscious action.
